5. Chairperson’s greeting. Presented by Leslie and Joanne,  highlighting the achievements of 2014: 
· The focus for the past year was supporting and education parents at a grassroots level.

· Brochures geared to parents – starting with “10 Things Your Baby Wants You to Know”

· Changes to the website with separate entrances for parents and professionals.
· Last May the Network hosted a conference featuring Jody Bekhuys and Deanne Leung.

· Last October, the Network welcomed Dr. Jude Cassidy of the University of Maryland.  She presented on “Providing Adolescents with a Secure Base: An Attachment Perspective”.

· Also in October the Network hosted a presentation by Barbara MacKay Ward of the Psychological Foundation of Canada’s “Make the Connection Program”. The Network will support Jan Ranson to become a Master Trainer which will enable her to train others throughout Manitoba. 

· The Board initiated a modest community funding program to assist community groups (with charity status) who provide attachment based services. 

· The Network has begun to include more guest presentations in the quarterly Network meetings, this has been well received and has resulted in increased attendance to meetings. 
· We have donated copies of the DVD sets to libraries across Manitoba.

· The corporate Development Committee is still in its early stages; looking at developing a power point presentation.

· Members of the Board met with Diane Roussin, Executive Director of the Boldness Project – an initiative in the Point Douglas area of Winnipeg.  All parties agree to continue to meet to talk about how we can partner with one another. 

· At the Strategic Planning session in January 2015 the Board discussed our “advocacy” role and what this means in practical terms – a conversation that we would like to continue for the upcoming year. For example; attachment as it relates to Autism Spectrum Disorder.   

· Looking forward; The Board of happy to be welcoming back Kent Hoffman, presenting on Core Sensitivities in the fall.

· The Board thanked Monique Gougeon, long-time Board member, for her contributions over the years.  Monique is leaving the Board this year and will be missed. 

6. Treasurer’s Report. Karen Johnston: Karen reported a current balance of $57, 986.  We had a negative income this past year of -$2, 218.  This was not cause for concern, but a reflection of the Boards decision to give back to the community though various initiatives.

7. Committee reports:

a. Public Awareness Committee: Leslie reported on the hard work of the committee; “Ten Things Your Baby Wants You to Know” Brochure, now followed (hot off the press) by the “Ten Things Your Toddler Wants You to Know”, and next to be finalized will be a school age brochure. Magnets are still being distributed with another thousand recently produced.  The Committee is exploring the use of videos or moving photos as a social media platform to promote attachment. This year, the committee – with the professional photography skills of Laurie McPherson, began to compile stock photos of Manitoba families to potentially be used in future initiatives. 

b. Brochures: 91 Envelops with a letter and 20 pamphlets were mailed to ACCESS centres, doctor’s offices, clinics and parenting related organizations in Winnipeg and rural Manitoba.

c. DVD: Jen noted that our DVDs continue to sell well through our website and Amazon. While our profit margin is less when orders are through Amazon, it is much more convenient this way and by far the preferred way to distribute the videos. 
20 sets of Listening to Your Baby and Tuning into Toddlers were distributed to Winnipeg Public Libraries and 75 to rural Manitoba Libraries. 

d. Professional Development: In May 2014 the Network hosted a conference featuring Jody Bekhuys and Deanne Leung. In October, the Network welcomed Dr. Jude Cassidy of the University of Maryland.
